Jesus loves me, this I know,
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but . . . 

Does this Asian mother know that Christ cares about her and her family and wants them to be part of His Family?  Have they been baptized in His Name?
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Or what about this young American college student?  Has anyone told her of Jesus’ love and forgiveness?  Has she placed her trust in Him?
How can people call for help if they don’t know who to trust?  And how can they know who to trust if they haven’t heard of the One who can be trusted?  And how can they hear if nobody tells them?  (Romans 10:14 – The Message). 
Beginning on Easter Sunday, March 27, 2005, we at St. Luke will embark on a spiritual journey called “50 Days Ablaze.”  During this time we will grow in our understanding of Christ’s Great Commission to “go and make disciples of all nations” (Matthew 28:19).  We will develop a deeper love and concern for the unbelievers in the world, including those in our own lives.
50 Days Ablaze offers each of us the opportunity to read daily devotions, written by Pastor Barry, and to participate in weekly small groups to watch a video, read the Bible, and discuss how we can be more faithful in His mission for us in our lives.
